It is my pleasure to provide you with this tabulation of the voting conduct of each 

member of the Florida Legislature on key business issues during the 2024 Regular  
Session. The Voting Records report includes the votes cast by every legislator on bills  
advocated, promoted, or opposed by Associated Industries of Florida (AIF) on behalf  
of our members.

This year’s report covers 2,498 votes cast by legislators on 33 bills. This makes it the 
most exhaustive and complete record of the Legislature’s approach to Florida employers’ 
concerns.

We go to extensive lengths to ensure that legislators know AIF’s position on issues of 
significant importance to the business community. Every year before session begins, we 
produce AIF’s Session Priorities, which explains why we support or oppose key issues. 
In addition, during session we provide every legislator with a Weekly Brief on the  
activities of that week, including bills of interest to businesses and our position on those 
issues. Our greatest asset, however, is our experienced and accomplished advocacy team, 
who communicate with legislators regularly throughout session.

For 50 years, AIF has published Voting Records, and while it is a valuable tool, these 
records only tell part of the story. AIF also helps its member companies track which bills 
and amendments are filed and by whom, and who is taking part in behind-the-scenes  
efforts and debates on behalf of the business community. These intangible forms of 
support through non-voting actions are also of vital importance and merit recognition. 
Therefore, AIF instituted the Champion for Business award in 2003 to acknowledge  
lawmakers who provide leadership on key legislation.

A Champion for Business is a legislator who takes risks for his or her belief in the 
free-enterprise system, who defies the status quo when it is harmful to our state’s compet-
itive climate and faces down opponents to Florida’s growing prosperity. Each of the nine 
legislators (see page 10) honored this year are the epitome of a “Champion for Business,” 
and we appreciate their steadfast support this session.

 Florida (AIF) is pleased to 

present the 50th edition of the 
Voting Records. AIF was the first and, 
for many years, the only business 
group to deliver such information 
to Florida employers. The purpose 
of the report is the same now as 
it was 50 years ago: to provide the 
business community with a metric 
to determine if a legislator supports 
businesses with the power of  
their vote. 

Legislators’ votes, in part, determine 
what our new laws will be and if 
those laws will harm or support 
Florida’s companies. Any law that 
overregulates, overtaxes, or places 
employers in an unfair civil liability 
environment affects the jobs and 
benefits offered to Floridians. This 
makes legislators’ votes crucial.

We encourage you to find the 
legislators that represent your area 
in this publication and see how they 
voted on business issues that affect 
your company.

Knowing our Legislature’s voting 
habits is important but votes alone 
don’t tell the whole story. For 
example, the 2024 Legislature’s vote 
percentage is the second highest 
in 10 years, with many legislators 
voting 100% for our issues. And yet, 
while this session was productive, 
several key issues remain unresolved, 
including litigation financing, 

medical malpractice caps, and 
contaminated land redevelopment. 
Additionally, the Legislature 
supported the business community 
only 69% of the time in the area of 
employment and 75% in the area  
of civil justice.

The legislators who supported 
our members this session are 
greatly appreciated. Nevertheless, 
much remains to be done. AIF 
will continue to use this data and 
other tools to identify legislators 
who support Florida’s businesses 
and communicate this to business 
leaders so they can use it for their 
companies. Together, our efforts will 
further strengthen Florida’s business 
community.

Senator Yarborough also spon-
sored two bills, that although did not ultimately pass, were of 
significant importance to the business community. A section of 
SB 814, a bill relating to Real Property Ownership, would have 
clarified restrictions surrounding foreign investment for develop-
ment projects throughout Florida, further increasing opportuni-
ties for businesses to invest in our state. He also sponsored  
SB 248 that would have imposed a cap on non-economic dam-
ages in medical malpractice cases to attempt to address Florida’s 
high medical malpractice premiums, as well as bolster physician 
recruitment and retention. AIF thanks Senator Yarborough for 
championing these important bills.

IT space to craft HB 473, a bill relating to Cybersecurity Incident 
Liability. This bill provides for new guidelines for businesses who 
are susceptible to cyberattacks to follow to better protect their cus-
tomers and themselves. If these guidelines are met, the business is 
shielded from frivolous litigation, which has been an ongoing issue 
in Florida. AIF thanks Representative Giallombardo for standing by 
Florida businesses that could be penalized for the criminal actions 
of others.

Representative Toby Overdorf is receiving his 
first Champion for Business Award. Asso-
ciated Industries of Florida recognizes Repre-
sentative Overdorf for his support for Florida 
businesses as he was the sponsor and prime

Legislative Session. Representative Overdorf used his lengthy 
background working on environmental issues to sponsor HB 789, 
a bill relating to Environmental Management, that would have 
identified those who abide by the guidelines issued under a DEP 
permit to clean up or restore remediated lands and instituted civil 
protections. Additionally, Representative Overdorf co-sponsored 
HB 1179, a bill that would have significantly pushed back against 
the increased threat of litigation financiers on Florida business-
es. AIF thanks Representative Overdorf for his tireless efforts to 
expand civil liability protections and make it more affordable for 
businesses to operate in Florida.
